A.  Consideration of Request from NC Department of Transportation 
      for Additional Funding Required to Move Duke Energy Utility 

Lines on Crumpton Road, SR 2116, so that Paving Can Continue


Mayor Paschal reviewed a letter from the Department of 
Transportation in reference to the paving of Crumpton Road and the 
additional costs involved for moving utility lines. He referred Council 
to a “Project Estimation Report” from Duke Energy, and explained 
that the Town has been asked to fund relocation of the utility lines at 
an estimated total project cost of $18,053.65.


Mayor Paschal reminded Council that NCDOT recently advised that 
they can no longer use Small Urban Funds for utility work, and 
explained that this is the same situation that resulted in the recent 
payment by the Town to Dan River Water, Inc. for water lines that 
were relocated due to the paving.
There were no questions from council, and Mayor Paschal made a 

motion, “That we approve the request for additional funding to move

Duke Energy utility lines on Crumpton Road so paving can continue.”

Mayor Pro Tem Conner seconded the motion. There was no further 

discussion. All voted in favor and the motion carried.

At this point, Mayor Paschal turned the meeting over to Planning Board 

Chairman, Steve Curry.

A.  Central Business Overlay District in the Town of Wentworth 
            - Hanna Cockburn, Piedmont Triad Council of Governments


Mayor Paschal invited Mrs. Cockburn to begin the work session 


regarding a Central Business Overlay District. 


Mrs. Cockburn welcomed everyone and provided some background 


information on the Central Business District overlay process, prior to 


presenting a Power Point presentation entitled, “Rural Central 

Business Districts.”


The presentation included discussion on 
the purpose of the workshop 
and how it would be structured. Mrs. Cockburn included photos of 
rural communities similar to Wentworth and asked the board members

to look for “details, design features, and desirable and ‘do-able’ 
solutions.”


After the presentation, Mrs. Cockburn divided the boards into three 
different groups, asking them to work together and come to a 
consensus on the following:


“What do you like the most? What do you like the least? What features 
remind you most of Wentworth?” and, “What one feature is a ‘must 
have’?”
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Mrs. Cockburn asked each group to appoint a “recorder” to report 
their findings. Each group’s assessment would be displayed on

wall for discussion.


After reviewing the “reports,” Mrs. Cockburn gave each person 
“dots” to use in casting their votes for the top five (5) items they 
considered the most important of all the suggestions.
